Who
inspires you and why? These personal values guide your actions and
help define you.

Values can include honesty, kindness, courage, and
loyalty, as well as social connection, artistic
expression, and personal achievement. Maybe you
see injustice and want to work to change it. Maybe
you value independence and want to run your own

business. Or, you value contributing to a group’s
success and want to be part of a work team. Values
are the starting point in defining yourself.
